t is important to remember that this was Jesus Christ last week on earth. This was his last chance to teach the disciples. Christ teaching opened up an important questioned asked by the disciples. When shall the temple be destroyed? And what shall be the sign of Christ return? Christ answers the question with one word “Watch!”

"Watch" in verse 42 means to stay Alert, Sleepless, and to be Vigilant. It also includes the idea of being motivated waiting for the return or meeting the Lord through death.
It is said down through the archive of history that Jesus would appear more than one time in the entire bible. Jesus is recorded appearing in the Old Testament in the episode of the Fiery Furnace. John mentions Him as the Lamb Of God. Jesus Himself said he will come and received the believers unto himself. John the Revelator also said, "Jesus would return on a White Stallion during the Great Tribulation." But! There will come a time that no one will know and that's the return of Christ. Jesus explains to the disciple don’t worry about tomorrow, but be concerned about today.
Are You Right For The Flight?

I. This Flight Will Be Sudden:

a) The rapture will take place in a twinkling of an eye. More rapidly than a speeding bullet, Quicker than right now, Faster than the speed of light. 
51 Behold, I shew you a mystery; We shall not all sleep, but we shall all be changed,52 In a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at the last trump: for the trumpet shall sound, and the dead shall be raised incorruptible, and we shall be changed.  (1 Corinthians 15:51-52 KJV)

The disciples did not know the day, hour, or even the year of the supreme fulfillment of Jesus’ coming in glory. That did not make any difference. They were not to worry about when and how. They were to live in full expectation of the hope they claimed.

No, they did not know when. No, Jesus did not tell them when. He told them to be ready. He reminded the disciples that they just needed to live in the assurance of the coming fulfillment of the hope they had already claimed. As Paul reminded the Roman believers, salvation is not simply a future reality to lie down and await. In hope, salvation is already realized. Heaven is already present and making a difference in the world. What is needed is that we lay hold of hope as a living reality.

This is the way Isaiah lived. This is the way Daniel lived. This is the way Abraham, Moses, Joshua, David, Nehemiah, Haggai, and Paul lived. They allowed hope to become realized in their daily activities. It changed the way they looked at the world. It changed the way they responded to challenge, disappointment, and disaster. No, they weren’t always perfect in their responses. They allowed hope to change the course of their living.
b) The Corinthian church asked the question to Paul “What happens to those who died in faith?” Paul explained the dead in Christ will raise first and be changed.
c) There will be no announcement, no advertisement posted, and no billboard sign lettering. No man know the hour of Christ return. The Pope doesn’t know of His return. The idol god Baal don’t know! In fact, Jesus and his Legions of Angels don't know, ONLY GOD knows!
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
